
 

 

FOOD & TEXTILES TECHNOLOGY 

In Year 8 sewing and textiles students will continue to develop their practical skills and knowledge gained in Year 7 

using a range of sewing techniques and equipment. Learning opportunities will include; body sizing and measurement, 

constructing a textile product from a commercial pattern,  pattern layout and fabric cutting accuracy, preciseness of 

seam finishing, inserting a zip, colour relationships and exploring tie-dye techniques.   

In food and nutrition, students will be learning about safety and hygiene in the kitchen, the recommended serving sizes 

for maintaining health, the importance of maintaining balance and including variety in the meals of a day, basic 

designing and marketing principles.   

HOME LEARNING 

Home learning is an important part of the learning program at Heritage College.  Home learning tasks will aim to 

promote and enrich student thinking skills and assist students and teachers in measuring learning.   

Students are expected to record all assigned home learning tasks in their diaries before they leave their lesson.  They 

are also expected to show responsibility to complete their assigned home learning within the timeframe given by 

teachers.  Submitted work will not be accepted after the established due date for that task without advance notice and 

with good reason.  

POWERSCHOOL LEARNING (Haiku) 

This year, all teachers will be using Powerschool learning (formerly Haiku), to allow students to access learning 

materials at home to aid in their understanding of concepts   Learning materials will be progressively added to each 

subjects page throughout the year. 

Parents and students are encouraged to become familiar with this resource as it contains also important information 

regarding due dates.  Powerschool Learning is accessible from the Heritage College website under the links tab. 

CAMPS 

The year 8 camp is held in the beginning of the term two, at the Adare Conference Center in Victor Harbor.  Students 

visit Granite Island have a nature tour after dusk to observe blue fairy penguins. The following day they are given 

lessons by the Ocean Living Surf School and spend some time learning the fundamentals of surfing.  Year 8s also share 

the culmination of the first termôs Bible study and share what theyôve learned about the different regions in which Jesus 

Christ taught.

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Heritage College aims to be a place where children can find a happy and safe environment to grow up in Godôs ways 

and this aim is at the heart of all College programs.  This shared consciousness of godly values pervades all lessons 

and provides an essential perspective to the way the Australian Curriculum is interpreted and taught at Heritage 

College.  Curriculum subjects are as follows: 

ENGLISH 

In year 8 English, students will consolidate and expand upon the language and literacy skills they have developed in 

their primary education. They will use these as a solid base from which to launch into both functional and imaginative 

reading, writing, speaking and listening experiences.   

Particular emphasis will placed on accuracy and presentation of final copies of written work or text production.  Students 

will also be taught to read in a variety of manners for different contexts.  They will be required to demonstrate their ability 

to analyse a range of texts, extract meaning and discuss thoughtfully their insights. Students will work through a series 

of topics designed to build on the grammar and vocabulary they covered in primary school. They will grow in academic 

and functional vocabulary.   

MATHS 

During the first semester in Mathematics, students aim to become more fluent with their number skills and also work on 

extending their measurement skills.  Number skills covered include: performing the four operations with whole numbers, 

order of operations, performing the four operations with fractions and decimals, percentages and business applications, 

ratio and rate problems.  Measurement involves solving problems to do with perimeter, area, volume and time.  

SCIENCE 

The first semester of Year 8 Science provides students with the opportunity to develop and enhance their Science 

inquiry skills through use of the scientific method.  Students will also review important safety procedures for the lab.  

Students then learn to explain the basic structure of matter using atoms and the Periodic Table.  They explain and 

predict the cause and effects of physical and chemical changes. The second unit will provide them with an introduction 

to cellular biology where they will learn to explore the complexity of living things. 

HISTORY 

Year 8 History students will study how the world changed from ancient to modern. Thy will investigate the history of 

Europe from the dark period following the fall of Rome through to the Renaissance. Students will learn to create and use 

research questions, select and analyse sources, and explain and communicate their findings in a variety of ways.  

GEOGRAPHY 

In Geography, students will be examining the processes that shape landforms, the values and meanings placed on 

landforms by diverse cultures, and the hazards associated with landscapes and management of landscapes.  Students 

will also learn to hone their geographical inquiry skills by performing parts of an investigation.   In term two, students will 

investigate how countries change by studying shifts in population which is a sensitive indicator of economic, social and 

environmental change.  This unit will explore the process of urbanisation in China and Australia and examines issues 

related to resource management in both countries.  

 

 

 

HEALTH & PE 

Weekly PE lessons enable students to further refine skills and understandings associated with Athletics and Swim 

Carnival activities. Students focus more on team sports the second half of the semester. All secondary students 

participate in Friday Sport either by interest, class level or in the Heritage House Cup competition format. Students are 

encouraged to improve and understand skills and movement challenges. 

In Health, students investigate and examine Summer Safety, Road Safety, Risk, Personal  & Social Health issues as 

well as a detailed investigation into improving sport performance.  

Students hand up a Collection of portfolio work that includes class notes and PE Reviews. 

CIVICS 

Civics in year 8 is based on the rights and responsibilities of Australian citizens. We begin by looking at the rights of 

Australians with a focus on freedom of religion. The second half of the subject focuses on the legal and political 

systems. Topics such as voting, jury service, military service and studies of other religions will be taken from a 

Christadelphian perspective. 

GERMAN 

This semester students learn how to engage in a basic conversation in German about themselves and their family. The 

conversation includes giving their name, talking about how they are going, giving information about family, pets, school 

subjects and hobbies. Students learn to count up to 50 in German. Students research 25 places or things that you could 

find in a town and produce a correctly labelled town poster. Lastly, we explore the topic of Food and Drink. Students 

create their own German menus and engage in dialogue to order food and drink. They are able to sample some real 

German food and use vocabulary they have learned to give their opinion on the food. 

ART 

Art as a visual language needs to have a broad vocabulary to enable students to present their views. There are a range 

of art-making techniques, processes and procedures that will be introduced, explored and expanded to enable this. Two-

dimensional aspects such as drawing, painting and computer graphic methods will be emphasized. Subject matter will 

be a blend of observation and imagination. The use of clay and paper- macheô will explore three-dimensional concepts. 

Learning about art making and makers will be incorporated throughout the year through classroom presentations and 

theory assignments. A folio of connected concepts, methods and materials will be taught and used as the main means 

of assessment. 

DESIGN & TECHNOLOGY 

 During the semester students will learn to use a range of hand and power tools safely and effectively to produce 

projects using materials such as wood, metal and plastics. The class will work in the traditional workshop environment 

as well as in the Technology computer room where they will learn to use computer aided design software to design and 

produce drawings and 3D prototypes using the 3D printer.
